This
afternoon we will spend time game watching in the De Hoop
Nature Reserve, acclaimed for its unique fauna, flora and
spectacular scenery. We overnight in comfortable bungalows,
clients may be expected to share - more than 2 per bungalow.

DAY 2: OUDTSHOORN - KNYSNA @I B L D

An early start, we leave the coast and cross the mighty Oute-
niqua Mountains to enter the dry Karoo Interior. We follow the
,famed and funky Route 62" toward Oudtshoorn where we
visit the Cango Caves; one of the world's great wonders. We
will also visit a commercial Ostrich farm to learn more about
these huge flightless birds. Late this afternoon we traverse

the Outeniqua Pass and then travel through the Lake District
